
Special Church School Events 
 
Rally Day 
Rally Day is our annual kick-off to the Church School Year. It is generally 
held in Fellowship Hall on the 1st Sunday following Labor Day with Church 
School classes beginning the next weekend. The vent is held during the CE 
hour (9:45-10:45) and consists of a potluck brunch as well as an all-age 
group activity. There is traditionally a theme to the morning. In the past, 
we incorporated such themes as…Connecting to Community (connect-
the-dot activities), Puzzles (being a part of a bigger puzzle), A Faith 
Journey (mazes to illustrate a path of faith).  
 
Advent Event 
Advent Event is our annual kick-off to Advent. It is generally held in 
Fellowship Hall on the 1st Sunday in Advent (however, if the date conflicts 
with Thanksgiving weekend, it may be moved to the following Sunday for 
better attendance). The event is held during the CE hour (9:45-10:45) and 
can extend through the late worship service if desired. The event consists 
of crafts, games, snack (and a movie, if time allows). There is traditionally 
a theme to the morning. In the past, we incorporated such crafts as 
Advent wreaths, Advent calendars, Christmas ornaments, Christmas 
bingo, etc. 
 
Christmas Pageant  
Our annual Christmas Pageant is usually held during the Christmas Eve 
Family Service at 5:30pm on Christmas Eve. It is traditionally a walk-on 
pageant without any rehearsals. The script is written by the Pastor and is 
narrated by youth of adults and the children are directed by an adult to 
enter the sanctuary at designated times. 
 
Easter Party 
Our Easter Party is a fun-filled morning for the children. The party is held on 
Easter morning during the CE hour (9:45-10:45). The morning consists of the 
Easter story, musical entertainment, egg hunt and snack. Traditionally, the 
entertainment has been Mr. Saxophone. 
 
Picnic Sunday 
Our annual Picnic Sunday is usually held the first or second Sunday in 
June. The date is chosen by Director of Educational Program based upon 
the last day of Church School. It is held immediately following the late 
service on the front lawn (weather permitting). The event offers a potluck 
style with grilled hot dogs provided. It is an All-Church Picnic providing a 
fun-filled morning for the entire congregation.
